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     According to agreement formed with purpose of creating internet website, client, when acquiring the whole complex of property rights by this agreement, becomes owner of the internet website. 

     If agreement on internet website is multilateral, as its executors can be acting legal persons who does not possess license on delivery of telematic and data transfer services. Persons can act as right holders to protected piece of work and also as persons authorized within the limits of the order agreement to act as an agent – to take responsibility of conducting certain legal action on behalf of a Principal and at the expense of a client, like acquisition of hosting services, registration of a domain, etc.

     For registration or re-registration of a domain in a GE zone, as applicants can act both legal and private persons. According to agreement on creation of internet website, domain administrator becomes a client and not an executor. This provides possibility to eliminate possible future contradictions between client and executor regarding the rights on domain. Registration of a domain is not an administrative decision of a competent state body – it is a service offered by one person to another on the basis of an agreement.

     Domain name registration and hosting services belong to  category of service delivery – parties are subject to application of relevant norms of Civil Code of Georgia. Persons can use the institution of errand provided by Civil Code  - rights and responsibilities which are executed by authorized person, are occurred  directly for the    Principal (client). Agreement formed with purpose of website development can also be attributed to agreement on delivery of service and therefore apply the norms of a Code towards parties.
